At the June 7th meeting, Dr Joe Vales, President, WSC
of Neighborhood Associaions, on behdf of the WSC
thanked dl the candidates for stepping up to plate in the
primary by addressing the needs of the West Side in their
campaign literature or by pledging to be involved with
West Side issues during the campaign, and for their com-
mitment to following through with their pledges.

All three West Sde Councilors atended. Highlights of
their comments:

Isaac Benton; Conddering a ban on cdl use, with the
exception the no-hands use.

Ken Sanchez; Considering more "affordable housing on
the southwest side”. Many comments were made, giving
the impression that not too many of the attendees were
in favor of such housing. Some of the comments were:
“Are we talking about affordable housing or, asin the
past, just ‘ cheap and poor housing’”; ” The people mov-
ing into these houses will have no real interest in caring

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Land Use Update

Here is a summary of some of the latest developments
affecting the Taylor Ranch area. It has been keeping us
very busy. We encourage dl arearesdents to participate
in these mestings. If you have any questions or want to
get more involved in any one of these issues, give me a
cal or email me. My number is at the end of the report.

North Andalucia at La Luz: The La Luz Neighbor-
hood Association gpped for the ste devdlopment plan
for a building permit for the condos gpartments was
dismissed and an agreement was made between Siver
Leaf Ventures Development Company and LaLuz. Si-
ver Leaf agreed to revise the roadway plans to include a
landscaped roundabout a the intersection of Learning
road and the La Luz connector road. Slver Leaf Ven-
tures dso agreed to ingtal an automated gate for the en-
trance of LaLuz.

Sill to be worked out is the Open Space issue between
the City of Albuquerque and Silver leaf . If the City finds
that no additiona detached open space is required then
Slver Leaf Ventures agrees to provide $100,000 for rec-
regtiona improvements in the Andduccia aea. The
funds can be spent on a pedestrian bridge across the
Corrdes Riversde Dran, and, or landscape improve-
ments a the Andduccia Park. If the detached open
space is required and the amount owed is less than
$100,000 then Silver Leaf will provide the difference.

T- Mobile cell phone tower: T Mobile requested to
ingdl anew 65 ft. high Wirdess Communication Tower
a 6324 Montano Blvd. The tower is within 50 ft. of
some of the resdents living on Cuesta Resdents are
concerned about the proximity of the cell tower to ther
homes. The TRNA Board has sent a letter to the case
planner objecting to the location of the proposed cell
tower, stating this would lower the homeowner's prop-
erty values. The Board did suggest that it would support
converting one of the existing towers nearby to include
T-Mobile as a multi-service tower, provided it follows
any height regtrictions there may be for the areg, and to
use a non-reflective paint such as a sandy brown color.

The Coors Corridor Plan Update: An Open House
meeting was held May 24th, at the T.R. Community Cen-
ter. The focus of the plan is to improve regulations
aong the corridor, protect view sheds, creste urban de-
sgn guiddines, and make the corridor more pedestrian
friendly. Approximately 10 residents were a the meeting.
The new proposd suggested protecting views dong cer-
tain corridors on Coors Blvd. The audience felt thisdid

not do enough to protect the views. They fet that the new
plan undermined the origind intent of the 1984 Coors
Corridor Plan, which was to provide views of the moun-
tains and the tops of the bosgue trees dong the length of
Coors particularly from Western Trails to the Cdabacillas
Arroyo. According to Jon Messer, from City Planning,
comments taken from the open house meeting will be in-
corporated for the next version of the draft and will be put
on the City Planning Department web site. He encourages
more comments and hopes to have another meeting for
the public to review the updated draft. It will then be pre-
sented to the EPC in August or September.

Bosque Plaza Shopping Center: (S.E. corner of Coors
and La Orilla) During the past year changes were made to
this project to improve the origind design: diminating
some drive-thru restaurants, including a more pedestrian
friendly shopping area, and improving the architecture and
sgnage. The EPC hearing is July 20. The project was
going to be heard June 15, but was deferred for 30 daysto
dlow the property owner to work out the connection of
Winterhaven to Bosque Plaza Lane. Many residents living
adong Winterhaven are opposaed to tconverting Winter-
haven to athrough street. They are concerned about the
amount of traffic this connection would creste. The Tay-
lor Ranch Neghborhood Association submitted a request
to the Office of Neighborhood Coordination for a facili-
tated meeting to address the proposed extenson of Win-
terhaven. The date has not been sat. | will keep you
posted.

Panda Express. Deferred for 60 days. EPC hearing is
scheduled for August 17. Owners will resubmit their site
plan for building permit after the gpprovd of the Bosque
Plaza Site Plan.

Volcano Heights: On June 5 and June 15, a joint ses-
sion of the EPC and the City Council was held to review
the Volcano Heights Plan. This plan covers over 3500
acres on top of the mesa, between Montano and Paradise
Hills Blvd. The plan incorporates the "Town Center” con-
cept, which is a mixed- use urban design, dlowing for
higher dengty, and encourages pedestrian and mass trangt
use. The plan proposes the crestion of 12,000 residentid
units and 20,000 jobs. Public comments included issues
such as trangportation and how it affects surrounding
communities, preservation of open space and protection
of the Monument, schools, sacred stes, and private prop-
erty rights. The plan is complex and covers a lot of terri-
tory. It was deferred for further review until August.

Supermarket at Coors and La Orilla: TRNA recelved
plans from Tierra West to build a 40,000 sg. ft. supermar-
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ket a the Southwest corner of Coors and La Orilla The
plan dso includes 26 houses on the western edge of the
property. The supermarket, commercia buildings, and a
drive thru bank, would be constructed on the remaining
hdf of the property. A newspaper reporter wrote an arti-
cle inquiring whether this was to be a Wd- Mart super
market. In the article, Ron Bohannan from Tierra West
sad it is only a supermarket a this point, with no tenants
as of yet. This dte is in the county. Taylor Ranch
Neighborhood Association sent a letter to address its con-
cern over too many supermarkets in the area; one being
Rdey's and another planned grocery store south of
Montano a the Andducia devdopment.  The Board
would like to see the property annexed into the city. The
Association iswilling to work with TierraWest on a devel-
opment more suitable for the neighborhood.

Albuquerque West: located on the south side of Paseo
De Norte between Eagle Ranch road and Coors, Albu-
querque West was gpproved May 18, 2006 by the EPC. It
is zoned SU-1 for PDA to include C-3 uses. It is a mixed-
use development , meaning that it will have offices or retail
on the bottom and resdentid housing units, or lofts on
top.

Due to arecent dimination of resdentia uses as a condi-
tiona use in a C-3 zone, a zone change, to residentid zon-
ing, will have to occur in order to build the resdentid
units on the top floors. A facilitated meeting is planned
for this project July 6, 6:30 at the Cross of Hope Lu-
theran Church.
